Children will choose one of the 6 buildings/structures mentioned in the latter half of the PowerPoint and
complete a research file on it. They can then gather as a class to discuss their findings. We suggest making a
classroom display featuring a map of Coventry with all the locations highlighted so the children’s findings
can then be displayed.

Photographs This presentation will give children a guided tour of some of the main industries that have developed in Gernon, Earl,

Coventry and explore how they are linked to one another. It contains lots of information and photographs
that will help them gain an impression of Coventry’s remarkable ability to adapt.
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Trade Directory Analysis

In this activity, children will use a page from the Kelly’s Directory as their historical source and will
carry out a scavenger hunt looking for references to some of the different industries that

they have learned about.

Industrial Timeline

This sorting activity will consolidate children’s knowledge of the chronology of industry in Coventry.
They will take the dates of significant events in the city’s industrial history and sort them into
chronological order.

Extended Task: What can you find out about a famous Coventry business from one of the industries
that you have learned about?
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Coventry World War 2 PowerPoint
Children will learn about World War 2 and how it affected people from Coventry. They will particularly
focus on the Coventry Blitz and on the factories in the city.

Coventry Cathedral Newspaper Report
Using Tom Harrisson’s notes, children will demonstrate what they’ve learned and what they can infer
about what it would have been like to live through the Coventry Blitz.

Blitz Bomb Damage

Children will transfer information from a bomb damage map to a modern-day map to give them an idea
of the scale of the destruction caused by the bombing. It will allow them to visualise it using landmarks
that they are familiar with today. They will then answer some questions about the bomb damage.

Extended Task: Can you find out more about the children who were evacuated away from
Coventry?
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Rebuilding Coventry Information PowerPoint

Children will learn about the redevelopment of Coventry following the war. They will learn about the
plans by Gibson and how these evolved to create the city we know and love today. They will be shown
five locations before and after redevelopment.

Rebuilding Coventry Photo Pack and Activity Guide

Using images, largely from the John Laing Collection, children will infer what they can about the
rebuilding of Coventry Cathedral. The provided activity guide will give suggestions of activities and
questions to ask while using the photographs.

Rebuilding Coventry Personal Account Analysis

Children will read an account from an adult who was a child growing up in Coventry during the time
of all the regeneration after the war. They will read and discuss the short account in pairs and answer
some key questions on the activity sheet.

Extended Task: What can you find out about the development of the ring road?
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? How has Coventry changed over time?

At the end of the local history enquiry, children should be given an opportunity to showcase their learning. Below are
